Reseda, CA

The Los Angaeles River and Aliso Creek
Confluence project covers nearly 1.5 miles
of riverfront along the Los Angeles River
and Aliso Creek in the residential
community of Reseda. The proposed
project includes a looped trail that will
allow residents to walk, bike and jog along
the river. Possible amenities include
pedestrian and bike paths, green streets to
capture and treat run-off, river entries with
public art and neighborhood connections.

MARSH STREET PARK
Los Angeles, CA

This project involved the acquistion of a

1- acre parcel neighboring a rare and lush
soft-bottom section of the river. Itis now a
pocket park that includes whimsical play
sculptures, native plants, interpretive signs,
connection to the LA River Greenway Trail
and an adjacent skate park, and a
stormwater infiltration feature.

CORNFIELDS

Los Angeles, CA

The Trust for Public Land negotiated
acquistion and remediation of a 32-acre
parcel near downtown Los Angeles, The
property was conveyed to the state to
become the first urban state park in the
city. An interim park, opened in 2006,
includes a jogging loop, trees and native
plants, picnic area, and a preserved piece
of the city’s historic Zanja Madre aqueduct.
A permanent park will soon take its place.
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Maywood, CA

The Trust for Public Land acquired six
adjoining industrial parcels along the river
and conveyed them to the City of
Maywood, a dense community with only
two small parks, and many abandoned
factory sites. The 7 acres of river frontage is
now a park that includes picnic areas,
shade trees, a riverfront bicycle path, a
playground, restroom buildings, basketball
courts and walking paths.
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WiLL J. Reip Boy Scout Came
Long Beach, CA

This project involves the acquisition of a
10.5-acre site adjacent to the Los Angeles
River and Dominguez Gap Wetlands. The
site includes an existing Boy Scout Camp,
and many opportunities, including flood
control, recreational and educational uses,
and nen-point source pollution control.
